2008.

Roedd y 12 mis sydd dan sylw yn yr Adroddiad hwn
yn gyfnod rhyfeddol i Gymru mewn amryw o ftyrdd.
Yn ystod y flwyddyn hon, bu achos 1 Gymru ddathlu
nifer o fuddugoliaethau a llwyddiannau, ond hefyd
cafodd y dirywiad economaidd gwaethaf mewn cof
effaith ddiymwad ar unigolion, ar deuluoedd ac ar
fusnesau o Fon 1 Fynwy.

Arweiniodd y cyfnod eithriadol hwn at ymateb nas
gwelwyd or blaen gan y Llywodraeth yn San Steffan,
drwy weithio mewn partneriacth a4 Llywodraeth
Cynulliad Cymru ym Mae Caerdydd. Er nad oedd
un ateb syml sicr ar gael 1 ddatrys yr amgylchiadau

economaidd byd-eang, bu modd lleddfu eu heffaith ar unigolion, ar deuluoedd ac ar fusnesau
yng Nghymru a’u harfogi 1 ymateb yn well pan fydd yr economi’n gwella.

A minnau’nYsgrifennydd Cymru, rwyfwedi eistedd ar y Pwyllgor Economaidd Cenedlaethol,
a gadeirir gan Brif Weinidog y DU, ac wedi mynychu cyfarfodydd yr Uwchgynhadledd
Economaidd Cymru Gyfan yn rheolaidd gyda Phrif Weinidog Cymru, Rhodri Morgan.
Mae’r cyfarfodydd hyn wedi bod yn amhrisiadwy o ran dod a chynrychiolwyr o sectorau
busnes, undebau, bancio ac adwerthu Cymru at ei gilydd i drafod sut y gallwn weithio gyda'n
gilydd ac i sicrhau ein bod yn deall yn union beth sydd wedi bod yn digwydd ar y pen blaen
yn y dirywiad hwn.

Fel Llywodraeth,rydym wedi bod yn gwrando ac yn gwneud popeth yn ein gallu 1 gynorthwyo
a chefnogi busnesau bach i wynebu’r cyfnod economaidd anodd hwn. Drwy amrywiaeth
o fesurau cefnogi, rwyf yn hyderus y byddwn, yn ogystal 4 delio 4 pryderon economaidd
uniongyrchol, yn adeiladu economi fwy cadarn a chynaliadwy at y dyfodol, gan sicrhau bod
Cymru yn y sefyllfa orau i elwa or cynnydd economaidd pan fydd yn cyrraedd.

Rhaid i ni beidio ag anghofio y bu llawer achos i ddathlu yng Nghymru hefyd yn ystod 2008.

Boed hynny ary cae rygbi neu ar y cae pél droed, yn y cylch paffio neu yn y gemau Olympaidd
neu’r gemau Paralympaidd yn Beijing yn ystod yr haf, roedd hon yn flwyddyn aur i Gymru
ym myd chwaraeon, diolch i’'n chwaraewyr a’n hathletwyr. Ni wnat fyth anghofio ymuno
a Rhodri Morgan a 2,000 o gefnogwyr brwd ym Mae Caerdydd ym mis Awst 1 groesawu
arwyr Cymru yn y Gemau Olympaidd yn 6l o Beijing gydar nifer fwyaf o fedalau a welodd
Cymru ers bron 1 90 mlynedd.
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Hetyd,bu awduron,actorion a cherddorion o Gymru yn dathlu cydnabyddiaeth genedlaethol a
rhyngwladol wrth i lwyddiannau Cymru gael clod ym meysydd teledu, theatr a cherddoriaeth.
Roedd 2008 wir yn flwyddyn “Cwl Cymru”.

Cafwyd aml 1 ben-blwydd pwysig yng Nghymru yn 2008 hefyd, gan gynnwys 60 mlynedd o’
Gwasanaeth Iechyd Gwladol, a gréwyd gan Weinidog Iechyd y Blaid Latur ac Aelod Seneddol
Blaenau Gwent, Aneurin Bevan, a dengmlwyddiant yr Isatswm Cyflog Cenedlaethol.

Yn y flwyddyn hon, a oedd hefyd yn 10*blwyddyn datganoli, cymeradwyodd Ei Mawrhydi
Orchymyn Cyntaf Cymru yn y Cyfrin Gyngor ym mis Ebrill 2008. Roedd hon yn garreg
filltir hanesyddol yn y broses ddatganoli i Gymru ac o ran trosglwyddo pwerau or Senedd
i Gynulliad Cenedlaethol Cymru. Roedd yn dangos sut yr oedd Llywodraeth y DU a
Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru yn gweithio gyda’i gilydd i ddarparu gwasanaethau gwell ac
1 wneud gwahaniaeth go iawn 1 fywydau pobl Cymru.

Yn San Steffan, roedd Aelodau Seneddol Cymru yn parhau i chwarae rol hollbwysig ym
maes craffu a gwneud penderfyniadau yng Nghymru a ledled y DU.

Drwy wynebu sialensiau economaidd Cymru gyda’i gilydd, mae Llywodraeth y DU a

Mae’r
Ysgrifennydd Gwladol hefyd yn cadeirio tri o bwyllgoraur Cabinet, ac ef hefyd yw’r
Gweinidog sy’n gyfrifol am gynhwysiant digidol, yn ogystal a3 goruchwylior Cyngor
Prydeinig-Gwyddelig ar Cydbwyllgorau Gweinidogion.

Maent yn cydweithio’n agos a Gweinidogion y Cynulliad. Bydd yrYsgrifennydd Gwladol a
Phrif Weinidog Cymru’n cyfarfod yn rheolaidd, ac mae’r Is-ysgrifennydd Seneddol yn cael
trafodaethau rheolaidd a2 Gweinidogion y Cynulliad. Bydd yr Ysgrifennydd Gwladol hefyd
yn ymgynghori ar Cynulliad llawn ar raglen ddeddfwriaethol y Llywodraeth.

Roedd y gwaith hwn yn cynnwys wyth sesiwn o
Gwestiynau Cymreig, pedwar cyfarfod ot Uwch-Bwyllgor Cymreig, rhoi tystiolaeth bedair
gwaith 1t Pwyllgor Materion Cymreig ac unwaith i Bwyllgor yr Arglwydd Barnett, sesiynau
briftio gydag Aelodau o Dy’r Cyftredin a Thy’r Arglwyddi ar geisiadau Llywodraeth Cynulliad
Cymru am Bwerau Fframwaith, Dadl Dydd Gwyl Dewi ac un Ddadl Ohirio yn Neuadd San
Steffan. Ymddangosodd yr Ysgrifennydd Gwladol hefyd gerbron Cynulliad Cenedlaethol
Cymru ar 0l Araith y Frenhines a oedd yn gosod allan Rhaglen Ddeddfwriaethol y DU.

Setydlwyd Swyddfa Cymru ym 1999 2’1 gwaith yw cynorthwyoYsgrifennydd Gwladol Cymru
i sicthau bod y setliad datganoli yng Nghymru'n gweithio’'n ddidrafterth, a chynrychioli
buddiannau Cymru o fewn Llywodraeth y DU a chynrychioli Llywodraeth y DU yng
Nghymru, yn ogystal a2 bod yn llais i Gymru yn San Steffan ac yn llais i San Steffan yng
Nghymru.

Golyga hyn fod Swyddfa Cymru’n gyfrifol am gynnal y berthynas thwng Llywodraeth y DU
a Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru, a rhoi sylw 1 faterion polisi ac iddynt oblygiadau 1 Gymru.
Mae ganddi hefyd gyfrifoldeb allweddol am ddelio 4 deddfwriaeth Cymru yn y Senedd, ac am

Drwy gydweithio’n agos 4 Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru ar Weinyddiaeth Gyfiawnder, mae’n
sicrhau y bydd y grant arian yn cael ei drosglwyddo’n effeithiol 1 Gronfa Gyfunol Cymru ac y
ceir derbynebau ganddi yr un modd.

Gyda’i gilydd, mae’r gorchmynion cymhwysedd deddfwriaethol at pwerau fframwaith hyn
wedi gwella cryn dipyn ar gymhwysedd deddfwriaethol Cynulliad Cenedlaethol Cymru
ar draws ystod eang o feysydd polisi, gan alluogi Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru 1 ddarparu
Mesurau Cynulliad ar gyfer cyflwyno’t pholisiau’t hun ar ran pobl Cymru.

Mae gan Sesiwn 2008-09 y Senedd nifer helaeth o Fesurau
Seneddol sydd naill ai’'n cynnwys darpariacthau penodol yng nghyswllt Cymru neu sydd
a goblygiadau 1 Gymru. Hefyd, fe greodd nifer o Ddeddfau a basiwyd yn Sesiwn 2007-08
bwerau newydd sylweddol 1 Weinidogion Cymru, neu wneud addasiadau sylweddol i’'w
pwerau cyfredol. Mae Swyddfa Cymru’n parhau 1 weithio gyda Llywodraeth Cynulliad
Cymru a Llywodraeth y DU ar Fesurau Seneddol Sesiwn 2008-09.

Cwblhaodd Ysgrifennydd Gwladol Cymru adolygiad or trefniadau craffu ar ddeddfwriaeth
Gymreig ym mis Gorffennaf 2008 a chyflwynodd ei ganfyddiadau 1 Gadeirydd y Pwyllgor

Dros y flwyddyn a aeth heibio, mae’r hinsawdd economaidd wedi bod yn un mater sydd wedi
hoelio sylw Gweinidogion a swyddogion Swyddfa Cymru.Yn allweddol it ymateb fu datblygu
perthynas weithio glos iawn rhwng Llywodraeth y DU a Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru.
Mae'r sefyllfa wedi gofyn am nifer o ymyriadau gan y Llywodraeth, mewn meysydd sydd
wedi’u datganoli ar rhai sydd heb eu datganoli. Maer Ysgrifennydd Gwladol yn aelod o
Gyngor Economaidd Cenedlaethol Llywodraeth y DU ac Uwchgynadleddau Economaidd
Cymru Llywodraeth y Cynulliad, a bu ganddo ran allweddol yn datblygu a sicrhau dull
gweithredu cydlynus.

Haf diwethaf, cyhoeddasom ddogfen ot enw “Yr Economi: Ffocws ar Gymru’a oedd yn gosod
allan ymateb Llywodraeth y DU a Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru ar y cyd it amgylchiadau
economaidd sy’n newid.Ym mis Ionawr, cyhoeddasom ar ein gwefan restr o’r cymorth sydd ar
gael gan Lywodraeth y DU a Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru i deuluoedd a busnesau Cymru yn
ystod y cyfnod anodd hwn.Yn fwyaf diweddar, ym mhumed Uwchgynhadledd Economaidd
Cymru ym mis Ebrill, lansiwyd trydydd cyhoeddiad gennym — llyfryn Help Gwirioneddol 1
Gymru, a gynlluniwyd i roi cyngor clir ac ymarferol i gartrefi, pensiynwyr a busnesau yn ystod
y dirwasgiad am y gwahanol fathau o gefnogaeth a chyngor sydd ar gael iddynt.

Yn ychwanegol at y dogfennau hyn, mae Gweinidogion Swyddfa Cymru wedi bod yn
gwrando ar bryderon ac anghenion busnesau Cymru ar bob lefel drwy gynnal cyfarfodydd a
sefydliadau busnes allweddol a busnesau lleol ar draws Cymru, yn ogystal ag Uwchgynadleddau
Economaidd Cymru. Mae’r gwaith hwn 1 gyd wedi cael ei gyfleu i graidd Llywodraeth y DU
drwy’r Cyngor Economaidd Cenedlacthol ar Cyngor Gweinidogion Rhanbarthol, a fynychir
yn rheolaidd gan ein Gweinidogion.

Rhoddwyd
protocol diwygiedig ar waith ar 1 Ebrill 2009.

Astudiaeth Ddichonoldeb ar Ynni Llanw afon Hafren. Mae Gweinidogion Swyddta
Cymru wedi bod yn allweddol yng nghyswllt datblygu’r cynigion ar gyfer cynhyrchu pwer
drwy ddefnyddio Aber Afon Hafren, gan weithio’n agos ar Adran Ynni a Newid Hinsawdd,
Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru a rhanddeiliaid allweddol eraill.

Alwminiwm Mon. Mae Gweinidogion Swyddfa Cymru wedi cymryd diddordeb mawr
iawn yn y rhagolygon ar gyfer Alwminiwm Mon, ac maent wedi cyfarfod a chydweithwyr
gweinidogol or Adran Ynni a Newid Hinsawdd ar Adran Busnes, Menter a Diwygio
Rheoleiddio, Prif Weinidog Cymru, a chynrychiolwyr Alwminiwm Moén a Chadeirydd ei
riant-gwmni, Grwp Rio Tinto.
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Cardiau adnabod. Mae Gweinidogion a swyddogion Swyddfa Cymru wedi cymryd rhan
weithredol yn hwyluso ymgysylltiad 2 rhanddeiliaid yng Nghymru ar y mater pwysig hwn.
Yng nghyswllt materion yn ymwneud at Gymraeg, mae Swyddfa Cymru wedi chwarae
rhan hollbwysig yn trefhu trafodaethau thwng y Swyddfa Gartref a chyrft 4 diddordeb fel
Bwrdd yr laith Gymraeg.

Yn ogystal 2’u dyletswyddau Gweinidogol,Ysgrifennydd Gwladol Cymru ac Is-ysgrifennydd
Seneddol Cymru yw’r Gweinidog a’t Dirprwy Weinidog dros Gynhwysiant Digidol. Gyda
chefhogaeth tim trawslywodraethol, maent wedi bod yn cydweithio a phartneriaid ar draws
Whitehall ac wedi cyfarfod a rhanddeiliaid o’r sectorau cyhoeddus a phreifat a’r trydydd sector
i fwrw ymlaen a’r agenda. Arweiniodd hyn at gyhoeddi Cynllun Gweithredu ar Gynhwysiant
Digidol ym mis Hydref 2008. Maent hefyd wedi sicrhau bod buddiannau Cymru wedi cael
eu hystyried wrth ddatblygu’r Cynllun Gweithredu.

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Foreword

This is the fifth annual report that I present to
Parliament as Secretary of State for Wales, the second
since my return to the Wales Office in January 2008.

The 12 months detailed within this Report were
extraordinary times for Wales in many ways. It was
a year when Wales was able to celebrate many Welsh
triumphs and successes, but also a year when the
worst global economic downturn in living memory
had an undeniable impact on individuals, families and
businesses across Wales.

These extraordinary times prompted unprecedented
responses from the GovernmentinWestminster,working
in partnership with the Welsh Assembly Government
in Cardift Bay. While there has been no silver bullet to
remedy the global economic conditions, it has been

possible to limit their impact on individuals, families
and businesses in Wales, and to equip them better to respond when recovery begins.

As Welsh Secretary, I have sat on the National Economic Committee, chaired by the Prime
Minister, and on the regular meetings of the All-Wales Economic Summit with First
Minister Rhodri Morgan. These summit meetings have been invaluable in bringing together
representatives from across the business, union, banking and retail sectors of Wales to discuss
how we can work together and to ensure we understand exactly what has been happening
at the sharp end of the downturn.

As a Government, we have been listening and doing everything possible to help and
support small businesses face these difficult economic times. Through a range of support
measures, | am confident that we will not only deal with the immediate economic
concerns but build a more robust, sustainable economy for the future, putting Wales in
the best position to benefit from the upturn when it arrives.

We must not forget that there has also been much to celebrate in Wales in 2008.

Whether it was on the rugby or soccer pitch, boxing ring or at the Olympic and Paralympic
games in Beijing last summer, Welsh sportsmen and women made for a golden year for Welsh
sport. I will always remember the day in August when I joined Rhodri Morgan and 2,000
cheering fans in Cardiff Bay to welcome home Wales’s Olympic heroes from Beijing with
the best medal haul for Wales for almost 90 years.

Elsewhere Welsh writers, actors and musicians have celebrated national and international
recognition as Welsh successes were saluted in the worlds of television, theatre and music.
2008 truly was the year of “Cwl Cymru”.
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It was also a year marked by some significant anniversaries in Wales, including the 60th
anniversary of the National Health Service, created by Labour Health Minister and Blaenau
Gwent MP Nye Bevan, and the 10th anniversary of the National Minimum Wage.

In what was also the 10th year of devolution, the first Legislative Competence Order was
approved by Her Majesty in Council in April 2008. It marked a historic milestone in the
devolution process for Wales and for the transfer of powers from Parliament to the National
Assembly of Wales. It showed how the UK Government and Welsh Assembly Government
are working together to deliver better services and make a real difference to the lives of
people in Wales.

At Westminster, Welsh MPs continue to play a vital role in scrutiny and decision making
issues in Wales and across the UK.

By facing the economic challenges of Wales together, the UK Government and the Welsh
Assembly Government have shown that devolution is about genuine partnership and working
together to get results for the people of Wales. At the Wales Oftice, we will continue to play a
pivotal role in that success story, and continue to work to deliver social justice and economic
stability for the people of Wales.

Wales Office Ministers represent Welsh interests within Government by sitting on 26 Cabinet
committees, and on the Joint Ministerial Committees. The Secretary of State also chairs
three Cabinet Committees, and is the Minister responsible for digital inclusion, as well as
overseeing the British Irish Council and the Joint Ministerial Committees.

They work closely with Assembly Ministers. The Secretary of State and the First Minister
meet regularly, and the Parliamentary Under Secretary has regular discussions with Assembly
Ministers. The Secretary of State also consults the full Assembly on the Government’s
legislative programme.

In addition to the legislative work, Ministers have been engaged in a substantial programme
of other Parliamentary work in the course of the year. This included eight sessions of Welsh
Questions, four Welsh Grand Committees, giving evidence four times to the Welsh Affairs
Committee and once to the Lords Barnett Committee, briefing sessions with MPs and
Peers on Welsh Assembly Government bids for Framework Powers, a St. David’s Day Debate
and one Adjournment Debate in Westminster Hall. The Secretary of State also appeared
before the National Assembly for Wales following the Queen’s Speech setting out the UK
Legislative Programme.

Both Ministers also undertake a busy programme of meetings, visits and functions with a
wide range of organisations in Wales. Examples are referred to throughout this report.

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1.3 Key Achievements 2008-09

Established in 1999, the Wales Office supports the Secretary of State for Wales in ensuring
the smooth working of the devolution settlement in Wales, and representing Welsh interests
within the UK Government and the UK Government in Wales, as well as being Wales’ voice
in Westminster and Westminster’s voice in Wales.

This means that the Wales Office is responsible for maintaining the relationship between the
UK Government and the Welsh Assembly Government, and addressing policy issues which
have implications for Wales. It also has a key responsibility for the handling of Welsh legislation
in Parliament, and accounting to Parliament for Welsh affairs. Working closely with the Welsh
Assembly Government and Ministry of Justice, it ensures effective transmission of the cash
grant to, and receipts from, the Welsh Consolidated Fund. It also undertakes certain reserved
functions for Wales.

Opver the last year, the Wales Office has achieved significant progress and completion on a range
of policies, initiatives and lawmaking.Delivery against the Office’s objectives is set out in detail
in section 4.3, but significant achievements are highlighted here.

Legislative Competence Orders

The Wales Office has played a key role in making the following Legislative Competence
Orders:

* The National Assembly for Wales (Legislative Competence)(Education and Training)
Order 2008 was made on 9 April 2008, and confers competence on the National Assembly
for Wales to legislate on education and training for those with additional learning needs.

* The National Assembly for Wales (Legislative Competence)(Social Welfare) Order 2008
was made on 9 July 2008, and confers competence on the National Assembly for Wales
to legislate on charges levied by local authorities in respect of non-residential social care.

e The National Assembly for Wales (Legislative Competence)(Social Welfare and Other
Fields) Order 2008 was made on 10 December 2008, and confers competence on the
National Assembly to legislate in relation to the welfare of children and young people
including vulnerable children and to tackle child poverty.

The Wales Office continues to play a vital role in helping to facilitate discussions between the
UK Government and the Welsh Assembly Government on further proposed Orders covering
Carers, Red Meat Industry, Housing, Environmental Protection and Waste Management,
Welsh Language and Culture. The UK Government is also considering two proposed Orders
put forward by Assembly Members on Mental Health and Fire Sprinklers, and the Wales
Oftice is working with the Welsh Assembly Government to take these forward.
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Framework Powers

The Wales Office has also continued to facilitate the inclusion of Framework Powers in UK
Bills. Three such Bills were passed during the 2007-08 Session, namely:

e The Planning Act 2008;
e The Education and Skills Act 2008;

e The Local Transport Act 2008.

In the 2008/09 Session, Framework Powers are included in the Marine and Coastal Access
Bill and the Local Democracy, Economic Development and Construction Bill.

Taken together, these legislative competence orders and framework powers have significantly
enhanced the National Assembly for Wales’ legislative competence across a wide range of
policy areas, enabling the Welsh Assembly Government to bring forward Assembly Measures
to deliver its own policies for the people of Wales. This clearly demonstrates that the
arrangements put in place by the Government of Wales Act 2006 are working well.

Further Legislative Achievements

Working with the Welsh Assembly Government and the UK Government, the Wales Office
has brought forward two Transfer of Functions Orders, one set of Affirmative Regulations,
one set of Negative Regulations and one Order in Council.

In the 2007-08 Session, Parliament passed 11 Acts with specific provisions or implications for
Wales. The 2008-09 Session of Parliament has a significant number of Government Bills that
either include specific Welsh provisions or have implications for Wales. In addition, a number
of Acts passed in the 2007-08 Session created significant new powers for the Welsh Ministers,
or made significant modifications to their existing powers. The Wales Office continues to work
with the Welsh Assembly Government and UK Government on 2008-09 Session Bills.

The Secretary of State for Wales completed a review of scrutiny arrangements of Welsh
legislation in July 2008 and outlined his findings to the Chair of the Welsh Aftairs Select
Committee.

Wales Oftfice Ministers and officials have undertaken considerable work developing the
process for Legislative Competence Orders under section 95 of the Government of Wales
Act 2006.This involved detailed discussions with the Welsh Assembly Government and UK
Government departments and the publication of Devolution Guidance Note 16, which sets
out guidance for UK Government departments on the principles and processes relevant to
Legislative Competence Orders.

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Responding to the Economic Situation

Over the last year, the worsening economic climate has been a key focus for Wales Office
Ministers and officials. Key to the response has been the forging of very close collaborative
working between the UK Government and the Welsh Assembly Government.The situation
has required a range of Government interventions, in both devolved and non-devolved
areas. The Secretary of State is a member of both the UK Government’s National Economic
Council, and the Welsh Assembly Government’s Welsh Economic Summits, and has been key
in driving forward and ensuring a joined up approach.

Last summer, we published a document entitled “The Economy: A focus on Wales” which set
out the joint response of the UK Government and the Welsh Assembly Government, to the
changing economic circumstances. In January, we published on our website a list of the UK
Government and the Welsh Assembly Government support available to Welsh families and
businesses during these difficult times. Most recently, at the 5th All Wales Economic Summit
in April, we launched a third publication ‘Real Help Now for Wales’ booklet, designed to
give clear and practical advice to households, pensioners and businesses during the recession
for different options of support and advice available to them.

In addition to these documents, Wales Office Ministers have been engaged at all levels to listen
to the concerns and needs of Welsh businesses through meetings with key business organisations
and with local businesses across Wales, as well as the All Wales Economic Summits. This has all
been fed back to the very heart of UK Government via the National Economic Council and
the Council of Regional Ministers which our Ministers regularly attend.

Policy Issues

Wales Office ministers and ofticials have also played a key role in representing Welsh interests
in a number of Government policies and facilitated engagement between the Welsh Assembly
Government and the UK Government throughout. Some of the key achievements this year
include:

Cross-Border Health Service Delivery.Wales Oftice Ministers and officials have played
an active part in the discussions between the Welsh Assembly Government and Department

of Health colleagues to agree a revised protocol.A revised protocol was put in place from 1
April 2009.

Severn Tidal Feasibility Study. Wales Office Ministers have been key to the development of
the proposals for potential power generation from the Severn Estuary, working closely with
the Department of Energy and Climate Change (DECC), the Welsh Assembly Government
and other key stakeholders.

Anglesey Aluminium. Wales Office Ministers have taken a very close interest in the prospects
for Anglesey Aluminium, and have met ministerial colleagues from DECC and BERR, the
First Minister of Wales, and representatives of Anglesey Aluminium and the Chairman of its
parent company, the Rio Tinto Group.
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ID Cards. Wales Oftfice Ministers and officials have been actively involved in facilitating
engagement with stakeholders in Wales on this important issue. With particular regard to
Welsh language issues, the Wales Office has been instrumental in arranging discussions
between the Home Office and interested bodies such as the Welsh Language Board.

In addition to their Ministerial duties the Secretary of State and Parliamentary Under Secretary
of State for Wales are the Minister and Deputy Minister for Digital Inclusion.Supported by
a cross Government team, they have been working with partners across Whitehall and met
with stakeholders from the public, private and third sectors in driving the agenda forward.
This resulted in the publication of a Digital Inclusion Action Plan in October 2008.They
have also ensured that Welsh interests have been taken into account in the development of
the Action Plan.

The Parliamentary Under Secretary of State for Wales has, as Chair of the Welsh monitoring
group, driven forward progress for claims made by ex Miners in Wales ensuring that they and
their families received the justice they deserve. By end of February 2009 over £739 million
had been paid out for Respiratory disease and Vibration White Finger to ex miners and
their families - that is over /32 million more than in November 2008. He will continue to
monitor progress closely.

Chapter 2:
Constitution and Legislation

Constitutional Framework for Wales

The Government of Wales Act 2006 delivered the Government’s commitment to move
forward the devolution process. It has three key elements:

» formal separation between the National Assembly for Wales and the Welsh Assembly
Government to avoid confusion and improve effective scrutiny;

* enhanced legislative powers for the National Assembly for Wales; and

» changing the electoral provisions so that unsuccesstul candidates in Assembly constituency
elections are unable to become Assembly Members through the regional list under the
Additional Member System.

The Act also put onto the statute book full primary powers for the National Assembly for
Wales in devolved areas, which would take effect following a referendum result in favour.

Legislative Competence Orders

The Wales Oftice co-ordinates the UK Government’s consideration of proposed Legislative
Competence Orders and its discussions with the Welsh Assembly Government. It is also
responsible for seeking collective agreement to proposed Orders once those discussions have
taken place. Wales Office Ministers and officials then take proposed Legislative Competence
Orders through pre-legislative scrutiny in Parliament and Parliamentary debates on the final
draft Orders.

On 6 June 2007, First Minister Rhodri Morgan, outlined the Welsh Assembly Government’s
legislative programme of six proposed Legislative Competence Orders. The purpose of each
is outlined below:

Additional Learning Needs

This was the first Legislative Competence Order to be made. It gives the National Assembly
for Wales competence to legislate in relation to people in education or training with
Additional Learning Needs. It enables the Assembly to implement the recommendations of
its Education, Lifelong Learning and Skills Committee on special educational needs provision
in Wales. It was approved on 9 April 2008.

Domiciliary Care

This Order extends the competence of the National Assembly for Wales to legislate in relation
to charging by local authorities for non-residential social care, thus enabling the Assembly
to introduce a more uniform approach to charging for home care and other non-residential
social services in Wales. This Order was approved on 9 July 2008.
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Vulnerable Children

This Order in Council gives the National Assembly for Wales competence to legislate in
relation to vulnerable children, looked-after children and child poverty. It enables the Welsh
Assembly Government to bring forward legislation to consolidate the existing statue book
on vulnerable children and legislate in relation to public bodies’ role in this area. The Order
was approved on 9 December 2008.

Environmental Protection & Waste Management

The proposed Order in Council would give the National Assembly for Wales competence to
legislate in relation to waste, and on environmental protection issues, such as nuisances. The
Order was published for pre-legislative scrutiny on 27 April 2008.

Housing

The proposed Order in Council would give the National Assembly for Wales competence
to legislate in relation to the disposal of land held or used for housing purposes by social
landlords, including the Right to Buy and Right to Acquire schemes. The proposed Order was
approved by the National Assembly on 20 January 2008, and was laid before Parliament on
3 February 2009.

Welsh Language

The proposed Welsh Language Order in Council was published by the Welsh Assembly
Government on 2 February 2009, and laid before Parliament by the Secretary of State on 9
February. The Secretary of State invited the Welsh Affairs Committee and Lords Constitution
Committee to each undertake pre-legislative scrutiny of it. The Secretary of State also invited
anyone in Wales with an interest in the proposals to feed in their views as part of a broad
public debate about the scope and content of the proposed Order. The Order, when made,
will enable the Welsh Assembly Government to bring forward its commitments to confirm
the official status of both Welsh and English, linguistic rights in the provision of services and
establishment of the post of Language Commissioner.

The Welsh Assembly Government’s legislative programme for 2008 was announced on 15
July 2008 by the First Minister and outlined a further three proposed Legislative Competence
Orders. The purpose of each is outlined below:

Carers

The proposed Carers Order was published by the Welsh Assembly Government on 8
December 2008, and presented to Parliament for pre-legislative scrutiny on 9 December
2008. The Welsh Affairs Committee published its report on 28 April 2009. This proposed
Order would enable the National Assembly for Wales to make Measures about supporting
the provision of care by carers and promoting the well-being of carers.

Red Meat Industry

The draft Order was approved by the National Assembly for Wales in Plenary on 31 March
2009 and laid before Parliament on 1 April 2009. The draft Order will enable the National
Assembly to legislate in relation to the promotion, marketing and development of the
red meat sector in Wales. This Order has completed pre-legislative scrutiny, with neither
committee recommending changes to the scope or content of the Order.

Culture

The proposed Order would enable the National Assembly for Wales to place duties on Local
Authorities to provide high quality cultural experiences for their communities.

Initial discussions between the Welsh Assembly Government and the UK Government on
this proposed Order have taken place.

Assembly Measures

The Wales Office plays a vital role in helping to facilitate discussions and co-operation
between the Welsh Assembly Government and the UK Government in relation to proposed
Assembly Measures which contain provisions that require the agreement of the Secretary of
State, or which have other implications for UK Government policy interests.

The Wales Office also monitors proposed Measures as they pass through the National
Assembly for Wales, to ensure that the integrity of the devolution settlement is maintained.
The Wales Oftice, together with the Attorney General’s Office, performs the role of advising
on the exercise of these powers and has worked with the Attorney General’s Office to
develop monitoring procedures for proposed Measures.

The following Assembly Measures have been passed by the Assembly and approved by Her
Majesty in Council:

e NHS Redress (Wales) Measure 2008 was made on 6 May 2008.

* Learner Travel (Wales) Measure 2008 was made on 18 November 2008.
For details of these Assembly Measures see Annex 3.

The UK Government’s Legislative Programme

The Wales Office continues to play an active role in facilitating discussions about Bills in the
UK Government legislative programme with UK Government Departments and the Welsh
Assembly Government to ensure Welsh interests are reflected in the programme.

In the 2007-08 Session, Parliament passed three Acts which contained Framework Powers:
the Education and Skills Act 2008, the Local Transport Act 2008 and Planning Act 2008.

The Secretary of State informed colleagues in the UK Parliament on 4 December 2008
by way of a Written Ministerial Statement that two Bills in the 2008-09 Session would
contain Framework Powers. These are the Local Democracy, Economic Development and
Construction Bill and the Marine and Coastal Access Bill.

In the 2007-08 Session, Parliament passed 11 Acts with specific provisions or implications for
Wales, detailed at Annex 1.The 2008-09 Session of Parliament has 8 Government Bills that
either provide provisions or have implications for Wales; detailed at Annex 2.

A number of Acts passed in the 2007-08 Session created significant new powers for the
Welsh Ministers, or made significant modifications to their existing powers. These included
the Education and Skills Act 2008; the Local Transport Act 2008; the Planning Act 2008;
the Children and Young Persons Act 2008; the Climate Change Act 2008; Dormant Bank
and Building Society Accounts Act 2008; Health and Social Care Act 2008; Housing and
Regeneration Act 2008; Regulatory Enforcement and Sanctions Act 2008; and Sale of
Student Loans Act 2008.

In the 2008-09 Session, Bills which will confer significant new powers on the Welsh Ministers
or modify their existing powers include the Apprenticeships, Skills, Children and Learning
Bill, Business Rate Supplements Bill, Coroners and Justice Bill, Health Bill, Local Democracy;,
Economic Development and Construction Bill, Equality Bill, Marine and Coastal Access Bill
and Welfare R eform Bill.

In 2008 the Government published its legislative programme in draft for the second time, and the
Wales Office actively sought the views of the people of Wales on the draft programme by writing
to stakeholders across Wales and promoting the draft programme on our website. Responses to
this consultation were fed into the wider consultation run by the Cabinet Office.

The Secretary of State addressed the National Assembly for Wales in December 2008,
following the Queen’s Speech to Parliament.

Other Legislation

Under section 58 of the 2006 Government of Wales Act, functions of UK Ministers may be
transferred to the Welsh Ministers. There were two Transter of Functions Orders in 2008-
09, devolving functions relating to transfers of detained patients and the sale of goodwill of
medical practices, and responsibility for education in Welsh prisons. In addition there have
been one set of Affirmative Regulations and one set of Negative R egulations both concerning
Civil Enforcement Regulations and one Order in Council relating to the appointment of
Education Inspectors.

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2.5 Devolution Awareness Raising

Seminars

TheWales Office continues to work closely with Cabinet Office, Ministry of Justice and other
territorial offices to deliver a programme of seminars across UK Government Departments.
These seminars are designed to promote devolution awareness and understanding of the
settlements across the UK Government. The Wales Office also continues to work with the
Welsh Assembly Government to raise awareness of devolution in Whitehall.

Wales Office lawyers participate on delivering devolution training to lawyers in the
Government Legal Service. This includes speaking on legal training courses provided by the
National School of Government and delivering training on the Welsh devolution settlement
to legal teams in individual Whitehall departments.

Devolution Guidance

The Wales Office also advises UK Government Departments on devolution issues on a
case by case basis; this complements the information available for officials in the devolution
guidance notes and other guidance.

Wales Office lawyers also work with colleagues in the Ministry of Justice and other
departments to ensure that the advice and guidance on devolution issues which is available
to Government lawyers is kept up-to-date.

The Devolution Guidance Notes (DGNs) provide guidance on working arrangements
between the UK Government and the devolved administrations, and are an introduction
to the main principles involved in managing the devolution settlements, bilateral relations,
correspondence, Parliamentary business, legislation and concordats. The DGNs most relevant
to the work of the Wales Office are:

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Chapter 3:
Promoting and Supporting Wales

The responsibilities and commitments of the Wales Office and its ministers extend well
beyond setting and maintaining the legislative and constitutional process and framework, and
include efforts to promote Wales at all levels, especially this year, economic.

The Secretary of State and Minister travelled far beyond Westminster and Cardiff Bay to
promote the economy, environment, communities and culture of Wales. They undertook
frequent visits to engage with people, promote Wales and discuss ways of improving the
everyday lives of the people of Wales.

Following the start of the economic downturn last summer, ministerial visits were dominated
by a focus on the Welsh economy.The Secretary of State and Minister travelled Wales to meet
business people to listen to their views and to ensure they were getting the right support
needed to see them through the downturn. The comments and concerns raised were then
fed back to Government, both in Wales and Westminster, to ensure that co-ordinated action
was taken to achieve the maximum positive impact.

During the past 12 months a wide variety of visits to many areas of Wales have been made.
The following is a snapshot of activities:

April 2008

* Welsh Secretary Paul Murphy travelled
across the UK to hold a series of meetings
with First Minister Rhodri Morgan,
Scottish  First Minister Alex Salmond
and Northern Ireland First Minister Ian
Paisley and Deputy First Minister Martin
McGuinness ahead of the first rejuvenated
Joint Ministerial Committee meeting
since 2002.

e Meanwhile, Minister Huw Irranca-Davies

October 2008

The first All-Wales Economic Summit was held in Cardiff. Paul Murphy attended the
meeting with First Minister Rhodri Morgan and Deputy First Minister leuan Wyn Jones
to ensure a partnership approach to tackling the economic downturn in Wales. Publishing
a joint document ‘The Economy: A Focus on Wales — a joint response to changing economic
circumstances’, he spoke about the range of measures both the UK Government and Welsh
Assembly Government have in place to help Welsh businesses and people cope with the
current economic difficulties. The summit was attended by business, union, banking and
retail representatives from across Wales.

Mr Murphy visited West Wales to see how the new South Hook liquefied natural gas
(LNG) terminal in Milford Haven had the potential to supply a significant proportion of
the UK’s future gas requirements while helping to boost the Pembrokeshire economy.

On his first official engagement following his appointment, new Wales Office Minister

Chapter 4:
Objectives and Delivery

Looking Forward Aims and Objectives for 2009-10

The Wales Oftice aims and objectives for 2009-10 have been revised to clarify the range of
work. The Wales Office intends to review its aims and objectives annually, to ensure that they
are properly aligned with the balance of work facing the Office in subsequent years. The
review will also recognise that the work of the Office is changing over time, to reflect the
developing devolution settlement for Wales.

Aims

To support the Secretary of State in representing Wales in the UK Government, representing
the UK Government in Wales, and ensuring that the constitutional settlement for Wales
operates smoothly and eftectively.

Objectives
Objective 1 — Constitution & Parliament
To maintain and improve the devolution settlement by:

* Ensuring that changes to the constitutional settlement, including those which flow from
the Government of Wales Act 2006, are operated smoothly;

* Being responsible for the enhancement of the legislative competence of the National
Assembly for Wales through the inclusion of framework powers in appropriate UK bills,
their passage through Parliament, and the passage of Orders in Council, by working with
the Welsh Assembly Government, the National Assembly for Wales and UK Government
Departments;

* Ensuring that appropriate provisions for Wales are included within UK Bills,and overseeing
their subsequent passage through Parliament, as well as being responsible for transfer of
functions and other orders required by the devolution settlement;

* Monitoring Assembly Measures to ensure the integrity of the devolution settlement and
enable the Secretary of State to decide whether to exercise his powers of intervention; and

* Enabling the Secretary of State and the Minister in the House of Commons, and
Government spokespeople in the House of Lords, to respond to Parliamentary interests
in Welsh affairs and promote effective scrutiny, and enabling the Secretary of State to
discharge his statutory responsibilities to participate in National Assembly proceedings
and consult them about the UK Government’s legislative programme.
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Objective 2 — Government

To maintain effective working relationships with the Welsh Assembly Government to

represent Welsh interests by:

Fostering partnership working between the devolved administration in Wales and the UK
Government, and with the other devolved administrations, and ensuring that best practice
and eftective policy interventions can be shared between the Governments to realise the
benefit of devolution in enabling diversity of approach;

Ensuring that Welsh interests are fully taken into account in non-devolved functions and
in policy areas which cut across the responsibilities of both the UK Government and the
Welsh Assembly Government;

Ensuring that Wales benefits to the best possible eftect from Government initiatives to
mitigate the impact of the current global and national economic conditions, and that
inter-Governmental working between WAG and the UK Government makes sure that
initiatives within their respective areas of responsibility complement each other;

Keeping under review with HM Treasury and the Welsh Assembly Government the
operation of the Statement of Funding Policy for the devolved administrations, as it
applies to Wales; and

Working closely with the Welsh Assembly Government and Ministry of Justice to ensure
effective transmission of the cash grant to and receipts from the Welsh Consolidated
Fund.

Objective 3 — Representation

To represent Welsh interests in the wider world by:

Promoting effective communication for Welsh opinion and effective co-ordination of
policy; and

Promoting the economic, social, political and cultural interests of Wales in contexts other
than Parliament and Government, and contributing to informed public discussion.

Objective 4 — Governance

To secure, develop and manage effectively and efficiently the resources needed to deliver

these objectives, and to account for our stewardship and management of resources with

particular focus on:

Value — to maximise efficiency, economy and value for money;
People — investing in and getting the best out of our people; and

Delivery — developing and improving how we deliver each of the objectives.

Looking Back: Delivery Against Objectives in 2008-09

Objective 1 — Constitution & Parliament
To maintain and improve the devolution settlement by:

* Ensuring that the changes to the constitutional settlement, which flow from the
Government of Wales Act 2006, are operated smoothly;

* Being responsible for the enhancement of the legislative competence of the Assembly
through the inclusion of Framework Powers in appropriate UK Bills and the passage
of Orders in Council through Parliament, working with Welsh Assembly Government,
National Assembly for Wales and other UK Government Departments;

* Assisting the UK Government to ensure that the interests of Wales are reflected in UK
Parliamentary Bills;

* Supporting the passage through Parliament of transfer of functions and other orders
required by the devolution settlement;

*  Monitoring Assembly Measures to ensure that they are within the legislative competence
of the Assembly and enable the Secretary of State to decide whether to exercise his
powers of intervention; and

* Enabling the Secretary of State and the Minister in the House of Commons and

Government spokespeople in the House of Lords, to respond to Parliamentary interests
in Welsh aftairs.

Delivery

We have continued to work with all interested parties to ensure the smooth implementation
of the Government of Wales Act 2006.

‘We have worked closely with all interested parties to ensure that the Order in Council process
continues to operate smoothly. The Wales Office has played a key role in discussions between
the UK and Welsh Assembly Governments relating to the programme of Orders announced
by the First Minister in June 2007 and in July 2008.Three Orders have now completed their
Parliamentary passage and have been inserted into Schedule 5 of the Government of Wales
Act 2006. Good progress is being made on the other possible Orders submitted.

Primary legislation covering England and Wales has continued to make specific provisions for
Wales where appropriate, which has included conferring new functions on the Welsh Ministers.
The Wales Oftice has engaged with UK Bill teams and the Welsh Assembly Government to
ensure that Welsh elements are taken into account and are addressed appropriately in the
light of the new constitutional arrangements under the Government of Wales Act 2006. We
also consulted with stakeholders in Wales and worked with the Welsh Assembly Government
promoting the UK draft legislative programme.

Details of primary legislation making provisions for Wales since the 2007 Annual Report are
set out in Annexes 1 & 2 of this report.
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In working with the Welsh Assembly Government and the UK Government, the Wales Oftice
has brought forward two Transfer of Functions Orders, one set of Affirmative Regulations,
one set of Negative Regulations and one Order in Council.

The Wales Office continues to monitor the progress of Assembly Measures to ensure that
they are within the legislative competence of the Assembly. Two Measures have now been
passed by the Assembly.

The Wales Oftice has continued to respond to Parliamentary interests in Welsh affairs. During
this reporting year Wales Office Ministers and spokesmen have responded to oral and written
parliamentary questions. Welsh Grand Committee debates have been held on Energy policy,
the Budget, Pre Budget Report and Queen’s Speech. In addition, Wales Office Ministers
spoke in the annual St David’s (Welsh) Day debate on Welsh affairs. Wales Office Ministers
and officials have made appearances before the Welsh Affairs Select Committee in debates on
Orders in Council and debates on Bills containing Framework Powers. Additionally, Wales
Office Ministers and officials have continued to carry out briefing sessions for MPs and Peers
on Bills containing Framework Powers. The Secretary of State has also appeared before the
Justice Select Committee.

Objective 2 — Government

To maintain effective working relationships with the National Assembly for Wales and Welsh
Assembly Government by:

» Fostering partnership working between the devolved administration in Wales and the UK
Government, and with the other devolved administrations;

* Ensuring that Welsh interests are fully taken into account in non-devolved functions, and
in policy areas which cut across the responsibilities of both the UK Government and the
Welsh Assembly Government;

* Keeping under review with HM Treasury and the Welsh Assembly Government the
operation of the Statement of Funding Policy for the devolved administrations, as it
applies to Wales; and

*  Working closely with the Welsh Assembly Government and Ministry of Justice to ensure
effective transmission of the cash grant to the Welsh Consolidated Fund.

Delivery

The Wales Office continues to participate in the Devolved Administrations finance
quadrilateral meetings with HM Treasury, where issues arising from the statement of funding
policy are discussed. The UK Government remains committed to using the Barnett formula
to determine the funding for the Welsh Assembly Government.

TheWales Office continues to monitor the embedded process, to ensure effective transmission
of the cash grant to the Welsh Consolidated Fund, with Wales Oftice, Ministry of Justice and
Welsh Assembly Government.

Wales Office ministers have also played a key role in representing Welsh interests in a
number of Government policies and facilitated engagement between the Welsh Assembly
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Government and the UK Government throughout. Some of the key achievements this

year include:

Economy

National Economic Council. Established to co-ordinate the UK Government response
to the economic downturn, the Secretary of State is the voice of Wales at these weekly
meetings and ensures that issues regarding the needs of Wales and the territorial extent of any
initiatives are considered at the highest level of Government.

Council of Regional Ministers. The Minister attends these regular meetings to represent
views and issues from Wales.

Real Help Now. The Wales Oftice produced this document at the beginning of 2009 to
provide a comprehensive list of the support available to combat the downturn including the
many new initiatives put in place by the UK Government and Welsh Assembly Government.
This is also available on the Wales Office websites.

Real Help for Wales Booklet. This booklet was published to highlight the comprehensive
package of Government support available to businesses and families in Wales during the
economic downturn. It was launched at the fifth All-Wales Economic Summit at Swansea.

Borders and Migration

ID Cards. The Minister is a member of the Ministerial Identity Cards Working Group at
which he has highlighted the particular issues surrounding the introduction of ID cards in
Wales. In particular, both he and the Secretary of State have had discussions with Home
Office ministers regarding the use of the Welsh language on ID cards in Wales. Wales Office
officials have also been working closely with the Identity and Passport Service, the UK
Border Agency and the Welsh Language Board to ensure a suitable format is found that
includes Welsh.

Broadcasting and Communication

Digital Inclusion. As Minister for Digital Inclusion, the Secretary of State for Wales has
helped facilitate a wide-range of discussions between UK Government Departments and
the Welsh Assembly Government that has provided the sharing of ideas and best practice on
existing initiatives to tackle digital exclusion. This has culminated in the development of a
Digital Inclusion Action Plan that builds upon these proposals and encourages further co-
operation between all parties.

Cross Government Department Digital Switchover Group. The Wales Office has worked
closely with the Welsh Assembly Government in playing an active role in monitoring the
rollout of Digital Switchover. Wales Office officials have helped ensure that issues of concern
to and affecting Wales have been taken into account and addressed prior to the switchover
process beginning in Wales in autumn 2009.

Digital Britain Report. The Wales Office has also facilitated discussions between the
Department of Business, Enterprise and Regulatory Reform (BERR), and the Welsh
Assembly Government on the UK Government’s Digital Britain Report. The culmination
of this work has seen the sharing of best practice and ideas.
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Education

Welsh Universities. In his capacity as Privy Council advisor on Welsh issues, the Secretary
of State, gave his agreement to the taught degree awarding powers and new title for Glyndwr
University and to the taught degree awarding powers and new title for Trinity University
College. The Wales Office has continued to work in partnership with the Welsh Assembly
Government in providing advice and support to the Privy Council Secretariat on the changes
to the charter and statutes of Welsh Higher Education institutions.

Health and Welfare

Cross-Border Health Service Delivery. Over the last year,Wales Office Ministers and officials
have played an active part in the discussions between the Welsh Assembly Government and
Department of Health colleagues to agree a revised protocol, which underpins the provision
of health services in border areas and covers cross-border commissioning responsibilities
between England and Wales. Agreement was reached in time for the revised protocol to be
put in place from 1 April 2009. The revised protocol has been issued by the Department
of Health to Strategic Health Authorities and Primary Care Trusts and the Welsh Assembly
Government has sent a similar communication to Health Commission Wales and Local
Health Boards.

Welfare Reform. The Wales Office worked closely with Welsh Assembly Government and
the Department for Work and Pensions to ensure that any policy divergence was recognised
and Welsh interests were accounted for in the Welfare Reform Green and White papers.

In addition, the Wales Office was instrumental in ensuring that a stakeholder engagement
event took place in Wales as part of the Green Paper (published in July 2008) consultation
exercise. This enabled valuable feedback, which directly contributed to the formulation of the
White Paper published in December 2008. At the event, the Parliamentary Under Secretary
of State for Wales set out the UK Government’s aim of a more inclusive society, securing
employment opportunities for all.

Cross Government Policies

The Wales Office has contributed to a wide range of policy proposals and initiatives with
a view to ensuring that Wales-specific issues were considered and that the Welsh Assembly
Government was engaged as appropriate. These include:

*  New Opportunities White Paper;

*  Violence Against Women and Girls Consultation;
» Bill of Rights and Responsibilities Green Paper;

» Service Personnel Command Paper;

*  Working Together — Public Services On Your Side;
* Child Poverty Consultation;

e Welfare Reform;
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* Governance of Britain agenda;

* National Policy Statements relating to the Independent Planning Commission;
e Community Empowerment White Paper;

* The Care and Support Consultation; and

e The UK Border Strategy.

Welsh Affairs Select Committee Inquiries

Wales Office officials have also worked with officials from the Welsh Assembly Government
and other UK Government Departments to respond to the recommendations contained
in the reports produced by the Welsh Affairs Select Committee in relation to its Cross
Border Inquiry. The Wales Office has just begun work on the Government response to the
Committee’s Globalisation Report.

Devolution awareness. To further underline the importance of devolution implications
and consideration of Welsh issues early in policy development, the Wales Oftice has built its
awareness work (as set out in paragraph 2.4) to include an outreach programme involving
Department-specific discussions.

Objective 3 — Representation
To represent Welsh interests in the wider world by:

* Promoting effective communication for Welsh opinion and eftective co-ordination of
policy: and

* Promoting the economic, social, political and cultural interests of Wales in contexts other
than Parliament and Government, and contributing to informed public discussion.

Delivery

Key to the role of the Wales Office, representing Welsh interests has remained a priority. The
Office has continued to contribute towards the eftective communication of Welsh opinion
and co-ordination of policy and to the wider promotion of the economic, social, political
and cultural interests of Wales.

Wales Office officials and ministers have been involved in key issues for Wales, most recently
focussing particularly on the economy, but also in a broad spectrum of other Government

policy areas:

Economic and Financial Policy

All-Wales Economic Summits. The Secretary of State co-hosts these events to bring the UK
Government and Welsh Assembly Government together with stakeholders and business from
Wales to gather evidence and devise an effective response to the economic downturn. The
Secretary of State provides feedback from the summits to the National Economic Council,
which is chaired by the Prime Minister.
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Meetings with local businesses. The Minister has met with local businesspeople in Wrexham,
Llanelli, Swansea and Pembrokeshire to hear first hand experiences of the downturn and to
promote the range of Government help and support available.

Economy: A Focus on Wales. This document was produced by the Wales Oftice, in
partnership with the Welsh Assembly Government in October to highlight the help and
support available to businesses, families and individuals.

Broadcasting and Communication

Ofcom’s Second Review of Public Service Broadcasting. The Wales Office has had wide-
ranging discussions with Ofcom to highlight concerns over the potential impacts of the
changes in Public Service Broadcasting (PSB) in Wales. These discussions ensured that Ofcom
received comprehensive feedback in order to formulate a range of options for Government
consideration on the future of PSB following the digital switchover.

Defence

Inter-Governmental Steering Group on St Athan Defence Technical Academy &
Aerospace Business Park. The Wales Office participates in the joint group chaired by the
Ministry of Defence and including representatives of the Welsh Assembly Government. The
group deals with the logistics, planning, legal issues and funding of the St Athan programme.
The programme is set to bring over £ 11 billion of investment to South Wales, creating many
jobs and supply chain opportunities to the region.

Education

Higher Education Funding Council for Wales and Higher Education Wales. The
Secretary of State for Wales has had meetings with the Higher Education Funding
Council for Wales and Higher Education Wales. He has raised the issues of concern and
achievements at subsequent meetings with the Secretary of State for the Department for
Innovation, Universities and Schools (DIUS) and the Welsh Assembly Government. Regular
discussions are also held between the Minister and the Assembly Minister for Education,
Lifelong Learning and Skills. The Wales Office has encouraged the sharing of information
on the higher education reviews that both the UK and Welsh Government Departments are
undertaking.

Energy and Environment

Severn Tidal Feasibility Study. Wales Oftice Ministers have been key to the development of
the proposals for potential power generation from the Severn Estuary, working closely with
the Department of Energy and Climate Change (DECC), the Welsh Assembly Government
and other key stakeholders from across Government to ensure Welsh interests are fully taken
into account. The Wales Office is represented on:

e the cross-Government Ministerial Ad-Hoc Committee;
* Director General level Project Board,;

» Feasibility Study Project Board,;
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* Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) Steering Group;
* Regional and Transport Impacts Workstream; and

¢ Communications Workstream.

Law and Order

National Policing Board.The Minister continues to be a permanent member of the Board.
He holds regular meetings with the Welsh Police Authorities and Forces to represent their
views on the Board. This has included handling of the response to the Flanagan Review of
Policing and the Policing Green Paper to ensure specific Welsh interests were taken into

account.

National Crime Reduction Board. The Minister was invited by the Home Secretary to
join the National Crime Reduction Board in June 2008 and is now a permanent member,
representing Welsh interests in this forum.

Objective 4 — Governance

To secure, develop and manage effectively and efticiently the resources needed to deliver
these objectives, with particular focus on:

¢ Value — to maximise efficiency and value for money;
* People — investing in and getting the best out of our people; and

* Delivery — developing and improving how we deliver each of the objectives.

Delivery

Building on the Human Resources Strategy introduced last year, the Wales Office has produced
a learning and development strategy, to enable us to equip our people with the skills needed
to achieve the legislative demands and all of our objectives. All personal development plans
are clearly aligned to delivery of the Wales Office objectives.

Chapter 5:

Organisation, Governance

and Capability

Introduction

The Wales Oftice’s immediate business challenges and performance are set out elsewhere in
this Report. This Chapter discusses how we organise ourselves, govern our operations, and
what we have done and are doing to improve our performance and build capability for the
future.

Wales Office relationship with Ministry of Justice

The Wales Office has few executive functions. With 65 people in total, it cannot provide for
itself the full range of central and corporate services needed by a Government Department
on a proper professional basis. While accountable to the Secretary of State for Wales and the
Minister, and having its own distinct identity, the Wales Oftice benefits from being able to use
the support services provided by the Ministry of Justice. We rely on the Ministry of Justice for
volume services, such as bill paying, payroll, and IT infrastructure and support at the desktop
or away. We rely on it also for professional services, such as financial accounting, procurement,
and managing premises, particularly important when the Wales Office’s main building is a
listed heritage building on Whitehall.

We also benefit from the close collaboration we enjoy with the Welsh Assembly Government,
arising from our history, our functions, and the fact that currently some 35-40 per cent of our
staft are drawn on loan from the Welsh Assembly Government.

Unlike larger Departments, the Wales Oftice does not have for the most part its own staff
directly supplying support services; normally they will be working to secure and organise
the provision of services from elsewhere. Services operated directly by the Wales Oftice (such
as the handling of our correspondence) will be supported by systems (such as the electronic
records management system) provided to us from the Ministry of Justice. For procurement and
supply we generally rely on Ministry of Justice procurement contracts. In the interests of good
stewardship, and consistent with having a distinct identity, we endeavour to have our own local
management and reporting systems, where practical and apt, within this wider context.

Service Level Agreements (SLAs)

We have a number of service level agreements with Ministry of Justice and Welsh
Assembly Government covering our core responsibilities, and the necessary
support services.

We have reviewed and updated all finance SLAs, with the Ministry of Justice and the Welsh
Assembly Government, to ensure effective transition of the Welsh Consolidated Fund to the
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Welsh Assembly Government.

Wales Oftice Responsibilities
These are:

* handling legislation as it affects Wales (directly, or by grant of legislative competence to
the Assembly);

* responding to Parliamentary interest in Welsh Affairs;

* transmitting the grant to Wales;

* supporting collaboration between UK and Welsh Assembly Governments; and
* generally promoting the interests of Wales.

» representing Welsh interests in Cabinet and Cabinet Committees.

This year has been the first full year operating the arrangements under the Government
of Wales Act 2006 for incremental transfer of new legislative powers to the Assembly
where agreed. The Office’s new structure, established last year, has successfully supported
this process. It has also helped to support the Secretary of State in the discharge of his
further responsibilities for overseeing the British Irish Council (BIC), the Joint Ministerial
Committee (JMC), chairing the Cabinet Committee on Local Government and the English
Regions, and other responsibilities not related to devolution.

The major preoccupation of Wales Office Ministers and officials during 2008-09 has been to
ensure that both Welsh Assembly Government and United Kingdom Government measures
to respond to the global financial and economic downturn work well together, for the
people of Wales. As mentioned elsewhere in this Report, the Secretary of State and Minister
have been vigorously engaged through the UK National Economic Council, other UK
Cabinet discussions, and the All-Wales Economic Summits, jointly with the Welsh Assembly
Government. Their contribution has been strengthened by a busy programme of visits and
discussions with businesses, unions, local government and many other people in Wales.

To meet this new challenge the Office has adjusted its organisation and redeployed officials
to deliver the extra tasks.
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5.3

Efficient use of Resources

The Secretary of State for Wales and his Office are responsible only for the transmission of
the Welsh Block, not its application within Wales. This is for the Welsh Assembly Government,
accountable to the National Assembly, with the support of the Auditor General for Wales. The
Permanent Secretary of the Welsh Assembly Government is appointed Accounting Officer.

The Memorandum of Understanding between the Director of the Wales Office, as Additional
Accounting Officer for the relevant request for resources, and the Permanent Secretary of
the Welsh Assembly Government, in her capacity as Accounting Ofticer, has been updated.

The Wales Office Director has met the Auditor General for Wales to confirm operation
of the agreement to communicate any findings which are material to the Wales Office’s
responsibilities.

During 2008-09, the scale of the economic crisis became apparent, and in October 2008
the Prime Minister announced the creation of the National Economic Council (NEC) and
the Council for Regional Ministers (CRM) to respond to it. The Secretary of State was
appointed to the NEC, and the Minister, to the CRM.

The Wales Office was already planning to create a new team to cover economic and finance
policy, and so was able to respond rapidly to fast-moving events by establishing the team
ahead of schedule. Initially, the team only had one member, supported by members of other
teams within policy group, but by the end of the year, had three full-time members with one
further vacancy yet to be filled. This has been done by reallocating resources from within the
existing policy group.

Procurement, environmental considerations and sustainability

Where the Wales Office draws on services supplied by the Ministry of Justice or under
contract to them, Government commitments on environmental impact and sustainability are
met within their wider frameworks. We have continued to look at ways of further reducing
the Office’s energy and water consumption and have again offset CO, emissions from travel
through a company recommended by Defra. A comprehensive Sustainable Development
Plan for the Oftice will be developed during 2009, making use of the guidance, tools and
other resources available from the MoJ and in line with MoJ’s strategy where it overlaps with
the Wales Office.

In particular during 2008-09 we:
*  Used paper stationery derived from 80 per cent renewable sources;

* Recycled over 11 tonnes of waste, (cardboard, paper, plastic, shredding), an increase of
10 per cent on the previous year;

*  Sourced all of our electricity from renewable sources; and

* Phased out the use of bottled water in our buildings.
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Information Age Government
Websites

Last year we redeveloped and redesigned our English and Welsh websites. The websites,
which provide a more accessible and informative web presence now have an average of 80
hits a day.

Our websites offer a practical and eftective way of making material on our responsibilities
readily available to the public, and in readily searchable form. We recognise that this cannot
be the only source, because of considerations of access, but it is increasingly popular and

convenient for many users.

All staft have access to the Internet and Ministry of Justice Intranet site.

Information and Data Security

The Wales Oftice does not handle a high volume of sensitive personal information but
nonetheless, to ensure that the Office is properly handling sensitive data, we have undertaken
a comprehensive audit of our data assets and assessed the associated risks.

In line with the mandatory requirements for all public bodies, we have made use of a
training package provided by the Mo] to train all staft in data handling procedures, and
will undertake further activities to ensure that the Office is fully compliant with the
appropriate standards.

Public Appointments

The Secretary of State for Wales does not have sole responsibility for making any public
appointments. Where he appoints jointly with others, the Oftice follows procedures, which
ensure that only the most suitably qualified candidates are selected for public appointments.
Public appointments are made in accordance with the guidelines set out in the Commissioner
for Public Appointments’ Guidance on Appointments to Public Bodies, published in
August 2005.

Welsh Language

The Wales Oftice continues to work with the Welsh Language Board to revise its Welsh
Language Scheme, and will aim to finalise this document in the coming year.

Recruitment of Wales Office Staff

Wales Office staft come from either the Ministry of Justice, posted from elsewhere in
the Ministry, or recruited to it on appointment from outside; or on loan from the Welsh
Assembly Government.

The Wales Oftice has maintained its performance management arrangements which are
compatible with those of both the Ministry of Justice and Welsh Assembly Government. We

5.10 Wales Oftice Corporate Governance and Performance Management

The Wales Office has a Management Board which protects and enhances the reputation of
the Wales Oftice. It does so by providing direction and managing performance in policy and
operational delivery. The Board operates within a framework of strategic business objectives
agreed by the Secretary of State for Wales. Its members take decisions collectively and not as
a representative of the business areas which they lead. It meets formally as a corporate board
approximately every two months. The Board has one non-executive member, David Crawley,
who also chairs the Office’s Audit Committee. In November 2008 the Management Board
assessed and updated their Terms of Reference and membership, the Board is chaired by
the Director of the Wales Oftfice, with the two Deputy Directors ensuring strategic delivery
against objectives.

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Audit Committee

The Audit Committee met four times during 2008-09, including once in Cardiff. Its
organisation and business follows the guidance set out in HM Treasury’s Handbook on Audit
Committees and its agendas were therefore planned in the light of the key dates relating to
the accounts, estimates and statements of assurance and of the internal audit programme.
The committee scrutinises the risk management process for the Office and advises the
Additional Accounting Officer on appropriate action. The Committee reports regularly
to the Management Board through the Audit Committee Chair who, is a non-executive
member of the Board.

The Chair is due to present his annual report on the work of the Audit Committee to the
Management Board in June 2009.

Health and Safety

The Wales Office participates in work under the supervision of the Ministry of Justice’s
Health and Safety Committee. It has its own local Health and Safety Committee to assess
and manage risks, which reports regularly to the Management Board. To take into account
recent major changes in health and safety legislation, the Office has developed a Health and
Safety Action Plan to ensure it remains fully compliant.

Office Premises

The Wales Office’s main building is Gwydyr House, in Whitehall. This was originally a
Georgian town house, and is a listed building. We take advice from both Ministry of Justice
Facilities Management and the appointed building Managing Agents, who provide us with
regular building reports to meet statutory Building Regulations. Adhering to the outcome
of the reports, we have a continuing programme of maintenance at Gwydyr House, to meet
its special status and requirements.

In addition the Wales Office leases space in an office building in Cardiff Bay. Both offices
meet the requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act.

Chapter 6:

Government Expenditure in Wales

Funding the National Assembly for Wales

The financial arrangements between the UK Government and the National Assembly for
Wales are set out in the fourth edition of A Statement of Funding Policy, which was published
in October 2007 by HM Treasury and also covers the funding arrangements for Scotland
and Northern Ireland. The arrangements represent, for the most part, the continuation of
long-standing conventions that guided funding for Wales (as well as Scotland and Northern
Ireland) before devolution.

Responsibility for United Kingdom fiscal policy, macroeconomic policy and public
expenditure allocation across the United Kingdom remains with HM Treasury.As a result, the
Assembly’s budget continues to be determined within the framework of public expenditure
control in the United Kingdom. However, once overall public expenditure budgets have
been determined, the Assembly has freedom to make its own spending decisions, within the
overall total, on programmes for which it is responsible.

UK Government funding for the Assembly’s budget is normally determined within spending
reviews. Other Departments generally link changes in the budgetary provision of the devolved
administrations to changes in planned spending on comparable public services. The linkage
is generally achieved by means of a population-based Barnett formula. Parliament votes the
necessary provision to the Secretary of State. He makes payments to the Assembly out of
money provided by Parliament of such amounts as he may determine, in accordance with
the Government of Wales Act 2006.The costs of the Wales Oftice are met out of the money
provided by Parliament.

Total Identifiable Public expenditure in Wales

In 2007-08 public spending, which can be identified as having been incurred for the benefit
of Wales totalled £25.309 billion, equivalent to /8,493 per head or some 10 per cent above
the UK average. For further information see PESA 2009.
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Whole of Government Accounts

The Wales Office and the Welsh Assembly Government are participants in the Whole of
Government Accounts, which is being led by HM Treasury.

The Assembly budget

It is for the Assembly to determine how it deploys the resources available to it, including
between running cost and programme expenditure. The Welsh Assembly Government
has committed resources to implement reforms and improved results in the delivery of
public services in Wales. It has a continuing commitment to improving Wales’ economic
performance and to narrowing the GDP gap with England. The Wales Office fully supports
these objectives.

Budget 2009

The Chancellor delivered his budget statement on 22 April 2009, announcing a package
of measures which would provide help now - when it is most needed - for jobs, businesses
and households in Wales, as the UK prepares for economic growth predicted for the end of
the year.

Due to efficiency savings announced in the Pre-Budget Report and Budget, Wales will be
required to make savings of £216m over the next two years. This will be partially offset by an
extra £46m allocated to Wales in the Budget this year and an additional £14m next year. The
netresultisa cutin the Welsh Block of £/156m over this year and next. It is for Assembly Ministers
to decide how the Welsh block is spent in Wales and how best these efficiency savings can
be achieved.

Expenditure by the Wales Office

The Wales Oftice’s own spending forms part of the Welsh budget. Other than the grant it
pays to the Assembly, the Department’s expenditure comprises:

* Its own running costs;
» The expenses of the Lord Lieutenants; and
